The First Month of the New Year 

Biblical Months fall under the Law Form of YHWH (Yahweh), 

Father-Son-Holy Spirit, through the revelation of His Word. 

**The Biblical day begins at sundown, and ends at sundown the following 

day. At sundown, it is known as the dawning of a new day.  Genesis 1:5  And 

God called the light Day, and the darkness he called Night. And the evening 

and the morning were the first day…  

The Hebrew month of Tishri is the seventh month of the spiritual calendar 

and the first month of the Physical calendar. It means the month of 

“Completeness, and Fullness”. It is represented by the tribe of Ephraim who 

was sent out to “be fruitful and multiply”. To do so Israel had to be strong 

before the LORD to complete the task set before you. September 11 – 

October 9, 2018. 

Unlike last month it is one of the highest times of celebration beginning with the feast 

of Trumpets, the Day of Atonement and the Glory of Tabernacles, the season of God 

coming to dwell with man. Jewish historians note than Christ was born during this 

season and they expect HIS return on Tabernacles in the future. It is also considered 

the time of creation. 

We have made the discussion to spend more time in prayer now through the elections.  

Due to that there is a lot more prophetic word and prayer each day as to begin the New 

Year. In conjunction with that it is the season of “GOD dwelling with man” so buckle up 

we are in interesting times.

There is so much to say about this month that multitudes of books have 

been written. To begin let’s look at just some of the important events that 

have taken place during this month in history. 

3760 bc: (Tishri 1) Adam and Eve Created 

1313 bc: (Tishri 10) Moses returns from final trip at Mount Sinai  

  826 bc: (Tishri 8)  Dedication of Solomon’s Temple begin 

      2 bc:      (Tishri 29)   Christ the Messiah is born. In addition to other  

substantiations, this date can also be substantiated by the Great Pyramid 

of Giza which forecasted the event when it was built more than 2,000 

years prior to Jesus' birth       

1939 ad: (Tishri 6) The murder of Jews began in Poland by the Nazis 

2020 ad: Potential future event of the Rapture!* 

 

Yom Teru'ah, a day of 

sounding [the Shofar]. 

 

Rosh Hashanah is the head of the year. In the same 

way that the head directs the actions of the body, the 

first day of Tishri, Rosh Hashanah, is the head of the 

year spiritually. It is the anniversary of the day that 

God created man. All the other creations, which 

receive their life force from God, who is sometimes 

called "soul of the universe," have no possible means 

of responding to Him. We can respond with our voice, 

the shofar, our dedication and more importantly 

obedience and love.  

 

Yom Kippur is the heart of the year. It is a day of forgiveness and reconciliation in 
which we can fearlessly enter the forest within us to explore the deepest parts of our 
lives, the areas that are too shadowy for us to see or even want to see. When we 
examine ourselves honestly, inevitably we will find that we have at times blocked out 
our ability to see more that life's superficial side. No one is perfect, and in fact one of 
the greatest problems that we have is that we have to at least fool ourselves into 
believing in our own perfection. We rationalize, reframe, and deny away our spiritual 
and moral failures. 



On Yom Kippur, we can look deeper and more honestly at ourselves. We will find that 
underneath all the layers there is goodness, purity, and yearning. God imbued this day 
with the power to let us tear aside all the curtains, and see ourselves not as we have 
become, but as we want to be. We would never be able to achieve this level of 
redefinition on our own. Yom Kippur is a day in which God channels down forces that 
opens up the doors for us. We can be brave and honest enough to walk through the 
doors joyously, or we can close our eyes to their existence. God won't force anyone to 
open the door. 

Instead of trying to feel more secure, we try to get a taste of life's 
transience.  

Barely a few days pass, and Tishri shows another aspect of the internal workings of 
reality. Sukkot arrives, and we celebrate our newly won closeness to God by moving 
into a sukkah, a shack-like structure with no permanent roof. For a full week we reverse 
most of what we do the rest of the year. Instead of trying to feel more secure, we try 
to get a taste of life's transience.  

We let our sensitivity to the spiritual bond that we have with every Jew regardless of 
who he is find expression in the four species of plants that the Torah commands that 
we take and bless. The lulav (palm branch) which has a taste but no smell, is compared 
to a Jew who is intellectual aware of the Torah's truth, but doesn't let it flow down to 
affect his deeds. The etrog (citron) has both taste and smell and is compared to one 
who is fortunate enough to have both knowledge and good deeds express his 
personality. The hadassim (myrtle) has smell and no taste, symbolizing a person with 
deeds but nothing to back it up with intellectually. Finally the aravot, (willow) which has 
neither taste nor smell, which we hold with the same devotion as the etrog which has 
both, is the icon of one who lives in a world in which there is no consciousness and no 
deeds. He too is part of our people, and we need to love him unconditionally just as 
much as he needs our unconditional love. 

Tishri's last holiday, Simchat Torah, says it all. There is a world out there. We want to 
learn it, love it, and navigate it. We will never allow ourselves to content our minds and 
hearts with its outer contours. We'll walk its spiritual alleys and streets, and we'll follow 
the instruction book that reveals the blueprint that is the core of its being. We'll let our 
spiritual and physical joy at having a map that reveals it all take us over.  (Rebbetzin 
Tziporah Heller). 

IT CORRESPONDS TO THE TRIBE OF EPHRAIM 

Tishri corresponds to Ephraim, the seventh tribe to travel when moving camp in the 
wilderness. The singular characteristics of a tribe are often reflected in an outstanding 
leader who represented the tribe during the course of biblical history. 



The first, and foremost, leader who emerged from Ephraim was Yehoshua ben Nun. 
Joshua – the servant and closest disciple of Moses. He was a beautiful example of a 
moon to Moses’ sun. The Sages of Israel describe how “Moshe’s countenance was like 
the sun, and Yehoshua’s was like the moon… he only reflected what he received from 
Moshe” (Bava Batra 75a). 

This also is a beautiful description of Yeshua the Messiah. Jesus reflected the Father’s 
glory and he shared the Word of truth and life given him by the Father, as we read in 
these verses from the gospel of John: 

“… the One who sent me is true, and I declare to the world what  I have 
heard from Him.” (8:26). 

Jesus answered, “If I glorify myself, my glory is nothing. It is my Father who 
glorifies me…”  (8:54). 

In turn, as we lift our lives before the Throne of Mercy on Rosh HaShanah, we 
remember that we are to reflect the light of the Son. He has brought us from darkness 
into the light of the Kingdom of God, and we now are enabled to carry that light into 
the darkness… for the Father’s glory. (Keren Hannah Pryor). 

WE LOOK TO THE FUTURE THIS MONTH!* 

Keeping with the Lord's harvest theme -- the harvesting of souls -- some believe that 
this could potentially be the time of the rapture in the future. Symbolically, it is possible 
that the 7 days of festival could represent the seven years of tribulation and at the 
same time seven years of marriage supper celebration in heaven (feast of 7 days = 7 
years per Bible prophecy).  The blowing of the trumpet at the beginning of the 
celebration is analogous to the trumpet that will sound when the rapture occurs, 
followed by a 7-year period where simultaneously there is the marriage supper 
celebration occurring in heaven (indicated by the seven feasting days in Nehemiah 
8:18), and the seven years of tribulation on earth.   

Another key point which backs up this belief is that the rapture and marriage supper 
need to occur before the war at the end of the 7-year-tribulation period when Christ's 
Second Coming occurs, which coincides with what Jude 1:14 says ("And Enoch also, the 
seventh from Adam, prophesied of these, saying Behold, the Lord cometh with ten 
thousands (myriads) of his saints") and what Revelation 19:14 tells us about Christ 
coming with all the saints by his side (believers): "And the armies which were in heaven 
followed him upon white horses, clothed in fine linen, white and clean."  And that 
occurs AFTER the marriage supper explained in Revelation 19:8: "And to her (Christ’s 
bride, the church, the saints) was granted that she should be arrayed in fine linen, 
clean and white: for the fine linen is the righteousness of saints.  Therefore, the rapture 



must occur first, then the marriage supper, and then Christ's second coming with the 
saints by his side. 

This is also the time of the year when the fall harvest occurs.  Mankind's redemption 
revolves around a theme of harvest.  Christ's resurrection was the beginning of 
the first fruits (beginning of harvest).  Passover commemorates the Exodus 
from Egypt as well as marking the beginning of the harvest season.  Not all 
Christians realize that there also were others who were resurrected after 
Christ, representing additional first fruits (Matthew 27:52-53 – And the 
graves were opened; and many bodies of the saints which slept arose.  And 
came out of the graves after his resurrection, and went into the holy city, and 
appeared unto many.)  In addition, there are writings from the 1st century 
that say there were about 12,000 people who were resurrected after Christ 
and witnessed during the days between Christ's resurrection and when he 
was translated to heaven, where they saw Jesus and witnessed that he 
resurrected them as well.  Also among the 1st century writings are the published 
reports and letters of Pilate the Governor who reported about the dead who arose and 
witnessed. 

Possible future date related to the 4th millennial temple, shown by the vision of the 

future 4th millennial temple (described in the prophecy by Ezekiel 40:1-2.  In Israel, the 

3rd temple is currently being planned. 

 

Tishri 1– September 10, 2018                                                         
Day 1 of Rosh Hashanah (Feast of Trumpets) 

...In the seventh month, on the first of the month, there shall be a sabbath for you, a 

remembrance with shofar blasts, a holy convocation. -Leviticus 16:24  

Rosh Hashanah occurs on the first and second days of the Jewish month of 

Tishri so the celebration continues.  

In the Biblical Hebrew culture, there were two days of the Feast of Rosh Hashana, 

because this was the day that the High Priest would set the sacred calendar on the 

hearing of two witnesses at two different times coming in and saying they saw the new 

moon. However, if it was cloudy the first day, they had a second day to have it done. 

Thus, no one knew of that day or hour the two witnesses would come in and say they 

had seen the new moon. This is a key to understanding biblical terms and times.

Rosh Hashanah  

 

Level: Basic 

 Significance: New Year 

 Observances: Sounding the shofar (ram's horn trumpet) 

 Length: 2 Days (Some: 1 Day) 

 Customs: Dipping apples in honey; Casting off "sins" into 

a river 

 Greeting: L'shanah tovah! (For a good year!) 

The name "Rosh Hashanah" (Hebrew: ראש השנה) means, literally, "head of 

the year" or "first of the year." Rosh Hashanah is commonly known as the Jewish 

New Year. This name is somewhat deceptive, because there is little similarity between 

Rosh Hashanah, one of the holiest days of the year, and the American midnight 

drinking bash and daytime football game.  

There is, however, one important similarity between the Jewish New Year and the 

American one: Many Americans use the New Year as a time to plan a better life, making 

"resolutions." Likewise, the Hebrew New Year is a time to begin introspection, 

looking back at the mistakes of the past year and planning the changes to 

make in the new year, continuing through the Days of Awe and Yom Kippur. 

It is the first of the High Holidays or Yamim Noraim ("Days of Awe"), 

celebrated ten days before Yom Kippur. Rosh Hashanah is observed on the 

first two days of Tishri, the seventh month of the Hebrew calendar. It is 

described in the Torah as יום תרועה (Yom Teru'ah, a day of sounding [the 

Shofar]). 

Shabbat Shuvah ("Sabbath [of] Return" שבת שובה) refers to the Shabbat that 

occurs during the Ten Days of Repentance between Rosh Hashanah and Yom 

Kippur. Only one Shabbat can occur between these dates. This Shabbat is 

named after the first word of the Haftarah (Hosea 14:2-10) and literally 

means "Return!"  

 

Leviticus 23:24-25 

Speak unto the children of Israel, saying, In the seventh month, in the first day of the 

month, shall ye have a sabbath, a memorial of blowing of trumpets, an holy 

convocation. You shall not do any laborious work [on that day], but you shall present 

an offering by fire to the LORD. 

It’s a time to pray and repent!!!!!

We ask that you would health divide in your people, give us the strength, the 

maturity, and the discernment to push away everything that is separating us from you, 

from one another, and from operating as the one true army you have chosen us to be.

Father we 

ask in the name of Jesus that you would give us a spirit of courage and boldness with 

the intensity that has never been seen in the history of mankind, to take back this 

country and this earth for your kingdom. Lord Jesus you said we would not only do the 

things that you did, but even greater things we shall do. Father we decree and declare 

that the time is now for this to take place, we ask for greater power, and authority, to 

do the things you have called us to do in these end times.

Many are 

cracking under the pressure. Don't let that be you.

Tishri 6 – September 15, 2018 

The Ten Days of Awe! Robert Heidler 

The ten days starting with Rosh Hashanah and ending with Yom Kippur are 

commonly known as the Days of Awe (Yamim Noraim) or the Days of 

Repentance. This is a time for serious introspection, a time to consider the sins of the 

previous year and repent before Yom Kippur. They are also known as days of Teshuvah 

which means “to turn”  and “to return”, it means “repentance”. Repentance means to 

return to GOD. 

One of the ongoing themes of the Days of Awe is the concept that G-d has "books" that 

he writes our names in, writing down who will live and who will die, who will have a 

good life and who will have a bad life, for the next year. These books are written in on 

Rosh Hashanah, but our actions during the Days of Awe can alter G-d's decree. The 

actions that change the decree are "teshuvah, tefilah and tzedakah," repentance, 

prayer, good deeds (usually, charity). These "books" are sealed on Yom Kippur. This 

concept of writing in books is the source of the common greeting during this 

time is "May you be inscribed and sealed for a good year." 

Among the customs of this time, it is common to seek reconciliation with people you 

may have wronged during the course of the year. The Talmud maintains that Yom 

Kippur atones only for sins between man and G-d. To atone for sins against another 

person, you must first seek reconciliation with that person, righting the wrongs you 

committed against them if possible. 

Another custom observed during this time is kapparot. This is rarely practiced today, 

and is observed in its true form only by Hasidic and occasionally Orthodox Jews. 

Basically, you purchase a live fowl, and on the morning before Yom Kippur you waive it

over your head reciting a prayer asking that the fowl be considered atonement for sins. 

The fowl is then slaughtered and given to the poor (or its value is given). Some Jews 

today simply use a bag of money instead of a fowl. Most Reform and Conservative Jews 

have never even heard of this practice. 

The 10 day period is a “countdown to glory”. Every time you hear a trumpet blast the 

spirit awakens to the LORD. 

Here are some things to do during the Days of Awe! 

1. Praise Him and Read HIS WORD! 

2. Let GOD Reveal our cycles! Have they been destructive or productive. 

3. Ask GOD to Reveal any Sins in Your live! 

4. Draw close to the LORD!

Yom Kippur (Day of Atonement) 

The Day of Atonement 

Yom Kippur (Hebrew: יוֹם כִּפּוּר or יום הכיפורים), Also known as Day of 

Atonement, is the holiest day of the year for the Jews. Its central themes are 

atonement and repentance. Jews traditionally observe this holy day with a 

25-hour period of fasting and intensive prayer, often spending most of the 

day in synagogue services. Yom Kippur completes the annual period known 

in Judaism as the High Holy Days (or sometimes "the Days of Awe"). 

Leviticus 23:27-30 

26 The LORD spoke to Moses, saying, 27 “Also the tenth day of this seventh month is the 

Day of Atonement; it shall be a holy convocation for you, and you shall humble 

yourselves [by fasting] and present an offering by fire to the LORD. 28 You shall not do 

any work on this same day, for it is the Day of Atonement, to make atonement on your 

behalf before the LORD your God. 29 If there is any person who will not humble himself 

on this same day, he shall be cut off from his people [excluding him from the 

atonement made for them]. 30 If there is any person who does any work on this same 

day, I will destroy that person from among his people.  

Here’s a look at the Yom Kippur, the Day of Atonement. 

September 18-19, 2018 – Yom Kippur will begin at sundown on September 18 and 
end at nightfall on September 19.

The Day of Atonement is considered the most important and sacred of Hebrew religious 
holidays. It falls on the 10th day of the Jewish lunar month of Tishri. 

Other Facts: 
The dates in the Jewish calendar known as the “10 days of repentance” begin 
with Rosh Hashanah (New Year’s) and end with Yom Kippur. 

On Yom Kippur, Jews atone for their sins from the past year. They ask for forgiveness 
from God and from other people. 

It is a day of fasting, repentance and worship. In addition to refraining from eating and 
drinking, observant Jews do not bathe on the holiday, they do not wear leather shoes 
or gold jewelry and they do not engage in spousal intimacy. 

The services during Yom Kippur are held continuously through the day and include 
readings from the Torah and the reciting of penitential prayers. 

Yom Kippur services conclude with closing prayers and the blowing of the shofar, a 
ritual musical instrument carved from the horn of a ram.  

The Day of Atonement coming at the end of a Jubilee Cycle is a very special day. 

Why? Because it also witnesses the blowing of the Trumpets of Jubilee!  

Now we ask ourselves the obvious question. Since this special tenth Jubilee cycle will 

also mark the terminus of the future 70th Week, and since we have good evidence 

that the 70th Week, the final seven years of this age, will terminate right on the Day of 

Atonement will that epic future Yom Kippur actually fulfill the 6th of the Seven Moed, 

Seven Appointed Times, Seven Feasts of Israel? Will that future Day of 

Reckoning, the Day of Atonement be a special day in Holy History? Will it in fact be that 

epic future blockbuster day when the trumpets will sound to announce the coming 

Jubilee of Messiah? We are to always be excited about the Year of Jubilee. 

The question becomes where are we now?  Do not panic the 120 Jubilee of 

Jesus is in the year 2020!* 

Now we are at the end of the 50th year when all Jubilee transactions had to 

be completed. It’s the 70th year of Israel’s  re-inhabitation and the first time 

a President of the United States has ever fulfilled his promise to recognize

The punishment [required] for our well-being fell on Him, And by His stripes (wounds) 

we are healed. 6 All of us like sheep have gone astray, We have turned, each one, to his 

own way; But the LORD has caused the wickedness of us all [our sin, our injustice, our 

wrongdoing] To fall on Him [instead of us].

A Journey to Heaven: Wade Butler 

On Saturday evening last month I had a vision from the LORD.  

Our good friend and the head of my intercessory team Esther Sartor had joined my wife 

Frances and me in prayer for a visitation from the LORD. I knew the LORD is no 

respecter of persons and we all have access to the Throne of Grace, but I have never 

stood before him prior to this.  I have seen multitudes of Angels and a few demons but 

never the LORD.  

To begin with let me give you some background on how and why we were 

there. 

Seven years ago Dr. Bruce Cook before he moved to Seattle drove from Austin to 

Houston to tell me the LORD had instructed him to come and give me the Keys to the 

treasuries of Heaven.  This was truly a GOD send to me but immediately I was

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thrust in a war for my life like never before. I have worked on several very large 

projects around the world but nothing developed and I was unsuccessful in receiving 

the funds needed to accomplish anything. I kept waiting for a call from the Chinese or 

African leaders for finances to “change the world” per say.  My proposal has been 

approved in five of the seven African nations I applied to and China.  The proposal 

garnered me an Honorary Doctorate of Humanities last year from a leading African 

University with recognition from UN leaders. Twelve weeks ago the call came in the 

middle of the night. Unfortunately the struggle continued to get the financial release 

even from those on the call.  I had sought the LORD on many occasions as to why 

didn’t the funds come through? I just could not see or hear what HE was saying. 

In prayer the Lord showed me the reason I wasn’t seeing and hearing 

clearly.  I called out to HIM, asked forgiveness for not seeking HIM first and 

immediately I was seeing again.  

As we entered into prayer HE immediately brought me up through the BLOOD past the 

Cross into the courts of the Treasury of Heaven.  Like Paul I now understand better              

2 Corinthians 12:2 I know a man in Christ who—whether in the body I do not 

know, or out of the body I do not know, [only] God knows—such a man was 

caught up to the third heaven.    

When I realized where I was and WHO I was with I melted into the ground at HIS 

presence.  It felt like I was dying as if my very flesh was pealing from me. At first all I 

could bear to look at was at HIS feet, they shown bright as the sun with HIS GLORY. As 

I looked up I could see HIS magnificent robe of purple flowing from HIS shoulders to 

HIS feet.  HE wore a crown more beautiful than any on earth. As I gazed upon HIM I 

could not look in HIS eyes. I apologized to HIM for my weakness and stated that I had 

confessed to every sin I knew of and HE said, “It’s OK it happens to many”. I 

asked what HE meant and HE said, “Many carry their forgiven sins as 

baggage behind them allowing the enemy to bring them up over and over 

again.”  I did not realize that was my situation and HE said, “look behind you”.  

There behind me was a very large suitcase full of past forgiven sins. As soon as I saw 

the baggage it was gone as far as the east is from the west.

We were outside the Temple. HE escorted me through the out skirts of the Temple past 

the Holy of Holies through a gate guarded by Angels into a rotunda.

The Excellence of Love 

13 If I speak with the tongues of men and of angels, but have not love [for others 

growing out of God’s love for me], then I have become only a noisy gong or a clanging 

cymbal [just an annoying distraction]. 2 And if I have the gift of prophecy [and speak a 

new message from God to the people], and understand all mysteries, and [possess] all 

knowledge; and if I have all [sufficient] faith so that I can remove mountains, but do 

not have love [reaching out to others], I am nothing.

Isiah 58: 1-12 

Observances of Fasts

58 “Cry aloud, do not hold back; Lift up your voice like a trumpet, And 
declare to My people their transgression And to the house of Jacob their sins. 
2  “Yet they seek Me day by day and delight [superficially] to know My ways, 
As [if they were in reality] a nation that has done righteousness And has not 
abandoned (turned away from) the ordinance of their God. They ask of Me 
righteous judgments, They delight in the nearness of God. 

3 ‘Why have we fasted,’ they say, ‘and You do not see it? Why have we humbled 
ourselves and You do not notice?’ Hear this [O Israel], on the day of your fast [when 
you should be grieving for your sins] you find something you desire [to do], 
And you force your hired servants to work [instead of stopping all work, as the law 
teaches]. 4  “The facts are that you fast only for strife and brawling and to strike with 
the fist of wickedness. You do not fast as you do today to make your voice heard on 
high. 5  “Is a fast such as this what I have chosen, a day for a man to humble 
himself [with sorrow in his soul]? Is it only to bow down his head like a reed 
And to make sackcloth and ashes as a bed [pretending to have a repentant 
heart]? Do you call this a fast and a day pleasing to the LORD? 

6  “[Rather] is this not the fast which I choose, To undo the bonds of 
wickedness, To tear to pieces the ropes of the yoke, To let the oppressed go 
free And break apart every [enslaving] yoke? 7  “Is it not to divide your bread 
with the hungry And bring the homeless poor into the house; When you see 
the naked, that you cover him, And not to hide yourself from [the needs of] 
your own flesh and blood? 

8  “Then your light will break out like the dawn, And your healing (restoration, 
new life) will quickly spring forth; Your righteousness will go before you 
[leading you to peace and prosperity], The glory of the LORD will be your rear 
guard.  

9 “Then you will call, and the LORD will answer; You will cry for help, and He 
will say, ‘Here I am.’ If you take away from your midst the yoke [of 
oppression], The finger pointed in scorn [toward the oppressed or the godly], 
and [every form of] wicked (sinful, unjust) speech, 10 And if you offer 
yourself to [assist] the hungry And satisfy the [a]need of the afflicted, Then 
your light will rise in darkness And your gloom will become like midday.

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Tishri 14 – September 23, 2018 Sukkot 1 

Sukkot (Hebrew: סוכות or סֻכוֹת, sukkot, or sukkots, Feast of Booths, Feast of 

Tabernacles) is a Biblical holiday celebrated on the 15th to the 22nd day of 

the month of Tishri (late September to late October). It is one of the three 

biblically mandated festivals Shallot regalia on which Jews were commanded 

to make a pilgrimage to the Temple in Jerusalem. 

Zechariah 14:16 

And it shall come to pass, that every one that is left of all the nations which 

came against Jerusalem shall even go up from year to year to worship the 

King, the LORD of hosts, and to keep the feast of tabernacles. 

 

                 "What is the Feast of Tabernacles / Booths / Sukkot?" 

 

Answer: The Feast of Tabernacles, also known as the Feast of Booths and Sukkot, is 

the seventh and last feast that the Lord commanded Israel to observe and one of the 

three feasts that Jews were to observe each year by going to “appear before the Lord 

your God in the place which He shall choose” (Deuteronomy 16:16). The importance of 

the Feast of Tabernacles can be seen in how many places it is mentioned in Scripture. 

In the Bible we see many important events that took place at the time of the Feast of 

Tabernacles. For one thing, it was at this time that Solomon’s Temple was dedicated to 

the Lord (1 Kings 8:2). 

 

It was also at the Feast of Tabernacles that the Israelites, who had returned to rebuild 

the temple, gathered together to hear Ezra proclaim the Word of God to them 

(Nehemiah 8). Ezra’s preaching resulted in a great revival as the Israelites confessed 

their sins and repented of them. It was also during this Feast that Jesus said, “If 

anyone thirsts, let him come to me and drink. He who believes in Me, as the 

Scripture has said, out of his heart will flow rivers of living water” (John 

7:37–39). 

 

The Feast of Tabernacles takes place on the 15th of the Hebrew month Tishri. This was 

the seventh month on the Hebrew calendar and usually occurs in late September to 

mid-October. The feast begins five days after the Day of Atonement and at the time the 

fall harvest had just been completed. It was a time of joyous celebration as the 

Israelites celebrated God’s continued provision for them in the current harvest and 

remembered His provision and protection during the 40 years in the wilderness. 
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As one of the three feasts that all “native born” male Hebrews were commanded to 

participate in, the Feast of Tabernacles is mentioned multiple times in Scripture, 

sometimes called the Feast of the Ingathering, the Feast to the Lord, or the Feast of 

Booths (Exodus 23:16; Deuteronomy 16:13). As one of the pilgrim feasts (when Jewish 

males were commanded to go to Jerusalem), it was also the time when they brought 

their tithes and offerings to the Temple (Deuteronomy 16:16). With the influx of people 

coming to Jerusalem at that time, we can only imagine what the scene must have been 

like. Thousands upon thousands of people coming together to remember and celebrate 

God’s deliverance and His provision, all living in temporary shelters or booths as part of 

the requirements of the feast. During the eight-day period, so many sacrifices were 

made that it required all twenty-four divisions of priests to be present to assist in the 

sacrificial duties.  

 

We find God’s instructions for celebrating the Feast of Tabernacles in Leviticus 23, given 

at a point in history right after God had delivered Israel from bondage in Egypt. The 

feast was to be celebrated each year on “the fifteenth day of this seventh month” and 

was to run for seven days (Leviticus 23:34). Like all feasts, it begins with a “holy 

convocation” or Sabbath day when the Israelites were to stop working to set aside the 

day for worshiping God. On each day of the feast they were to offer an “offering made 

by fire to the Lord” and then after seven days of feasting, again the eighth day was to 

be “a holy convocation” when they were to cease from work and offer another 

sacrifice to God (Leviticus 23). Lasting eight days, the Feast of Tabernacles begins and 

ends with a Sabbath day of rest. During the eight days of the feast, the Israelites would 

dwell in booths or tabernacles that were made from the branches of trees (Leviticus 

23:40–42). 

 

Tishri 15 - September 25, 2018 Sukkot 2  

(Feast of Tabernacles) 

The Feast of Tabernacles, like all the feasts, was instituted by God as a way of 

reminding Israelites in every generation of their deliverance by God from Egypt. Of 

course, the feasts are also significant in that they foreshadow the work and actions of 

the coming Messiah. Much of Jesus’ public ministry took place in conjunction with the 

Holy Feasts set forth by God. Most scholars would agree that the Feast of Tabernacles 

is symbolic of Christ’s Second Coming when He will establish His earthly kingdom. 

 

There are also those who believe that it was likely during the Feast of 

Tabernacles that Jesus was born. While we celebrate Christ’s birth on December 
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25, most scholars acknowledge that this tradition was begun in the fourth century AD 

by the Roman Catholic Church and that the exact day of Jesus’ birth is 

believed to be September 29th. The Feast of the Tabernacles includes the fact that 

it would be unlikely for shepherds to still be in the field with their sheep in December, 

which is in the middle of the winter, but it would have been likely they were in the fields 

tending sheep at the time of the Feast of Tabernacles. The strong possibility that Jesus 

was born at the time of the Feast of Tabernacles is seen in the words John wrote in 

John 1:14. “And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we beheld 

His glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father, full of grace and 

truth.” The word John chose to speak of Jesus “dwelling” among us is the 

word tabernacle, which simply means to “dwell in a tent.”  

 

Many believe it is very likely that John intentionally used this word to 

associate the first coming of Christ with the Feast of Tabernacles. Christ 

came in the flesh to dwell among us for a temporary time when He was born 

in the manger, and He is coming again to dwell among us as Lord of Lords.  

 

The Feast of Tabernacles begins and ends with a special Sabbath day of rest. During 

the days of the feast all native Israelites were “to dwell in booths” to remind them that 

God delivered them out of the “land of Egypt” and to look forward to the coming 

Messiah, Jesus Christ, who would deliver His people from the bondage of sin. This 

feast, like all of the feasts of Israel, consistently reminded the Jews and should remind 

Christians as well that God has promised to deliver His people from the bondage of sin 

and deliver them from their enemies. Part of God’s deliverance for the Israelites was His 

provision and protection of them for the 40 years they wandered in the wilderness, cut 

off from the Promised Land. The same holds true for Christians today. God protects us 

and provides for us as we go through life in the wilderness of this world. While our 

hearts long for the Promised Land (heaven) and to be in the presence of God, 

He preserves us in this world as we await the world to come and the 

redemption that will come when Jesus Christ returns again to “tabernacle” or 

dwell among us in bodily form. 

 

Tishri 16 - September 26, 2018 Sukkot 3  

Isaiah 61 Amplified Bible (AMP) 

Jesus lifts up those who are Afflicted, it’s our job also… 
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61 The Spirit of the Lord GOD is upon me, Because the LORD has anointed and 

commissioned me To bring good news to the humble and afflicted; He has sent me to 

bind up [the wounds of] the brokenhearted, To proclaim release [from confinement and 

condemnation] to the [physical and spiritual] captives And freedom to prisoners, 2 To 

proclaim the favorable year of the LORD, And the day of vengeance and retribution of 

our God, To comfort all who mourn, 3 To grant to those who mourn in Zion the 

following: To give them a turban instead of dust [on their heads, a sign of mourning], 

The oil of joy instead of mourning, The garment [expressive] of praise instead of a 

disheartened spirit. So they will be called the trees of righteousness [strong and 

magnificent, distinguished for integrity, justice, and right standing with 

God], The planting of the LORD, that He may be glorified. 

4 Then they will rebuild the ancient ruins, They will raise up and restore the former 

desolations; And they will renew the ruined cities, The desolations (deserted 

settlements) of many generations. 5  Strangers will stand and feed your flocks, 

And foreigners will be your farmers and your vinedressers.  

6 But you shall be called the priests of the LORD; People will speak of you as 

the ministers of our God. You will eat the wealth of nations, And you will boast of 

their riches. 7 Instead of your [former] shame you will have a double portion; 

And instead of humiliation your people will shout for joy over their portion. 

Therefore in their land they will possess double [what they had forfeited]; 

Everlasting joy will be theirs. 

8 For I, the LORD, love justice; I hate robbery with a burnt offering. And I will 

faithfully reward them, And make an everlasting covenant with them. 9 Then their 

offspring will be known among the nations, And their descendants among the peoples. 

All who see them [in their prosperity] will recognize and acknowledge them That they 

are the people whom the LORD has blessed. 

10 I will rejoice greatly in the LORD, My soul will exult in my God; For He has clothed me 

with garments of salvation, He has covered me with a robe of righteousness, As a 

bridegroom puts on a turban, And as a bride adorns herself with her jewels. 

11 For as the earth brings forth its sprouts, And as a garden causes what is sown in it to 

spring up, So the Lord GOD will [most certainly] cause righteousness and 

justice and praise To spring up before all the nations [through the power of 

His word]. 



Tishri 17 – September 27, 2018, Sukkot 4 

Matthew 1:18-23 Amplified Bible (AMP) 

Conception and Birth of Jesus – “GOD Tabernacles with man” 

18 Now the birth of Jesus Christ was as follows: when His mother Mary had been 

betrothed to Joseph, before they came together she was found to be with child by [the 

power of] the Holy Spirit. 19 And Joseph her [promised] husband, being a just and 

righteous man and not wanting to expose her publicly to shame, planned to send her 

away and divorce her quietly. 20 But after he had considered this, an angel of the Lord 

appeared to him in a dream, saying, “Joseph, descendant of David, do not be afraid to 

take Mary as your wife, for the Child who has been conceived in her is of the Holy 

Spirit. 21 She will give birth to a Son, and you shall name Him Jesus (The LORD is 

salvation), for He will save His people from their sins.” 22 All this happened in order to 

fulfill what the Lord had spoken through the prophet [Isaiah]: 23 “BEHOLD, THE VIRGIN 

SHALL BE WITH CHILD AND GIVE BIRTH TO A SON, AND THEY SHALL CALL HIS NAME IMMANUEL”—

which, when translated, means, “GOD WITH US.” (Tabernacles)! 

John 7:2-10 Amplified Bible (AMP) 

Our LORD honors the feast by teaching at it 

7 After this, Jesus walked [from place to place] in Galilee, for He would not walk in 

Judea because the Jews were seeking to kill Him.2 Now the Jewish Feast of 

Tabernacles (Booths) was approaching. 3 So His brothers said to Him, “Leave here 

and go to Judea, so that Your disciples [there] may also see the works that You do. 
4 No one does anything in secret when he wants to be known publicly. If You [must] do 

these things, show Yourself openly to the world and make Yourself known!” 5 For not 

even His brothers believed in Him. 6 So Jesus said to them, “My time has not yet come; 

but any time is right for you. 7 The world cannot hate you [since you are part of it], but 

it does hate Me because I denounce it and testify that its deeds are evil. 8 Go up to the 

feast yourselves. I am not going up to this feast because My time has not yet fully 

come.” 9 Having said these things to them, He stayed behind in Galilee. 

10 But [afterward], when His brothers had gone up to the feast, He went up too, not 

publicly [with a caravan], but quietly [because He did not want to be noticed]. 11 So the 

Jews kept looking for Him at the feast and asking, “Where is He?” 12 There was a lot of 

whispered discussion and murmuring among the crowds about Him. Some were saying, 



“He is a good man”; others said, “No, on the contrary, He misleads the people [giving 

them false ideas].” 13 Yet no one was speaking out openly and freely about Him for fear 

of [the leaders of] the Jews. 

14 When the feast was already half over, Jesus went up into the temple 

[court] and began to teach.  

15 Then the Jews were perplexed. They said, “How did this man become learned [so 

versed in the Scriptures and theology] without formal training?” 16 Jesus answered them 

by saying, “My teaching is not My own, but His who sent Me. 17 If anyone is 

willing to do His will, he will know whether the teaching is of God or whether 

I speak on My own accord and by My own authority. 18 He who speaks on his 

own accord seeks glory and honor for himself. But He who seeks the glory and the 

honor of the One who sent Him, He is true, and there is no unrighteousness or 

deception in Him. 

19 “Did not Moses give you the Law? And yet not one of you keeps the Law. Why do you 

want to kill Me [for not keeping it]?” 20 The crowd answered, “You have a demon [You 

are out of Your mind]! Who wants to kill You?” 21 Jesus replied, “I did one work, and 

you are all astounded. 22 For this reason Moses has given you [God’s law regarding] 

circumcision (not that it originated with Moses, but with the patriarchs) and you 

circumcise a man [even] on the Sabbath. 23 If, to avoid breaking the Law of Moses, a 

man undergoes circumcision on the Sabbath, why are you angry with Me for making a 

man’s whole body well on the Sabbath? 24 Do not judge by appearance [superficially 

and arrogantly], but judge fairly and righteously.” 

25 Then some of the people of Jerusalem said, “Is this not the Man they want to kill? 
26 Look, He is speaking publicly, and they say nothing to Him! Is it possible that the 

rulers really know that this is the Christ? 27 But we know where this Man is from; 

whenever the Christ comes, no one will know where He is from.” 28 Then Jesus called 

out as He taught in the temple, “You know ME and know where I am from; and I 

have not come on my own initiative [as self-appointed], but He who sent Me 

is true, and Him you do not know. 29 I know Him Myself because I am from Him [I 

came from His very presence] and it was He [personally] who sent Me.” 30 So they were 

eager to arrest Him; but no one laid a hand on Him, because His time had not yet 

come. 31 But many from the crowd believed in Him. And they kept saying, “When 

the Christ comes, will He do more signs and exhibit more proofs than this 

Man?”

Appointed Times of Manifestation 

There's something supernatural about times and seasons. These are portals on 

Earth's timeline that are made available for the more. It's important to be aware 

of the times that we are living in. I believe the Lord is aligning the Church to be so 

in-tune with His timing that we will not miss a beat of His heart. I believe some 

will be so accurate and so on-point that they won't miss a word, but will hit the 

bullseye on the target. Truly, being born of the Spirit means that we can 

discern the correct times of the hour.

"Get Ready for a New Era, Movement and Trend—How to Prepare 

for the Shift" Ray and Renaid Almgren, Monroeville, PA 

When I first met my husband Ray, he had this old, white, Mercury Tracer hatchback car 

that smelled like sweaty socks. The Tracer was a 5-speed and Ray, at the time, was an 

extremely slow driver. When he went to shift gears, I felt like we were going even 

slower or backwards because the car would go back and then forward as he shifted. 

(Funny enough, I used to rock forward trying to get the car to move forward faster.) 

My point in all of this is that in the times when God is shifting us to another level 

forward, it may seem like we are going backwards at first. 

Moving to a New Level 

We are coming into a time when everything is going to speed up spiritually; 

where God, through the power of the Holy Spirit, is going to birth the 

unbelievable, the trend-setting, and the "new" of God. The Daniels, the sons of 

Issachar, the Josephs, the Deborahs, and the Isaiahs are going to arise. They will birth 

prayer movements, know exactly the time we are living in, and have profound answers 

on what to do. The creators, or as my friend Helen Calder says, "The builders and 

architects," will arise. Some will birth new technology with advanced ideas on moving 

ministry forward, almost ahead of the times. 

New prophetic movements will come with unbelievable clarity, prophesying life back 

into what has died or been stolen by the enemy. Women will come forth to blaze 

new trails and bring unity to cities and nations. The arising will prepare for 

the glory to come for the greatest move of God ever. 

But right now, many feel as though they are in a holding pattern; or that their life or 

ministry is regressing instead of moving forward. For some, hopelessness and 

disappointment have tried to settle over you. David, in Psalm 25:2 (AMPC), said, "O my 

God, I trust, lean on, and am confident in You. Let me not be put to shame or [my 



hope in You] be disappointed; let not my enemies triumph over me." Verse 3 again 

talks about disappointment, "Yes, let none who trust and wait hopefully and look for 

You be put to shame or be disappointed..."

It's Pruning Time 

Many times during our shift season God prunes our branches. "Any branch in Me that 

does not bear fruit [that stops bearing] He cuts away (trims off, takes away); and He 

cleanses and repeatedly prunes every branch that continues to bear fruit, to make it 

bear more fruit, to make it bear more and richer and more excellent fruit" (John 15:2 

AMPC). The places where our ministry or our lives are not bearing fruit God prunes.

It may mean doors shutting so God can lead you in another 

direction. Jobs and assignments may change, finances may be rearranged, 

opportunities can shut down, places of worship and fellowship may move; all of which 

prepare us for the shift and increase. 

How to Prepare Yourself for the Shift 

To prepare on a personal level, as we move into the fall feasts, set your heart to seek 

God and He will release wisdom, revelation, and understanding for the next season for 

the year 5779. Also, always keep your heart full of faith with expectancy, praying about 

everything, even the very smallest thing. God cares about every part of your life and 

continually goes before you preparing the way (see Job 36:5). 

Be willing to change. Ask God to remove any preconceived ideas so you can 

fully align with His plans for your life. We have all watched prophets, ministries, 

speakers, and business people operate, but what God has in this next season may be 

different for you and completely out of the box. As James Goll says, "God doesn't like 

boxes." 

Allow the word of God to be the plumb line for your life. Psalm 12:6 (AMPC) says, "The 

words and promises of the Lord are pure words, like silver refined in an earthen 

furnace, purified seven times over." 

Last, but not least, stir up passion. Awaken love for God; loving Him with all 

your heart, mind and soul as it is the key to everything you do, say, and 

think.

Pat Francis: There is Power in the Blood of Jesus 

 "Then he showed me Joshua the High Priest standing before the angel of the 

Lord, and Satan standing at his right side to accuse him."  (Zech. 3:1). 

 The name Satan means adversary and the name Devil means accuser or 

slanderer.  His name describes his nature, purpose, and method of operations. 

 He accuses people in three ways:  

1) Through people.  He inspires human accusers to use their voice to share his 

accusations and deception.  He looks for vulnerable vessels to use for his purposes.   

2)  In their minds.  He shares messages of confusion; brings to remembrances past 

failures; inspires guilt and condemnation; and tries to move us into self-

condemnation.  When your own heart condemns you, your battle becomes internalized 

and self-perpetuating.  

3)  Before God.  He tries to block our prayers and cause delay. 

 God has promised, however, that we will overcome all the enemy's accusations:  "Then 

I heard a loud voice in heaven say:  "Now have come the salvation and the power and 

the kingdom of our God, and the authority of his Christ. For the accuser of our brothers, 

who accuses them before our God day and night, has been hurled down. They 

overcame him by the blood of the Lamb and by the word of their testimony; they did 

not love their lives so much as to shrink from death." (Rev. 12:10-11).   

The blood of Jesus Christ, your Good Shepherd, is more powerful than all accusations, 

past failures, guilt and condemnation.  Be free.

Matthew 25:1-31 Amplified Bible (AMP) 

Parable of Ten Virgins, are you prepared?  

25 “Then the kingdom of heaven will be like ten virgins, who took their lamps 

and went to meet the bridegroom. 2 Five of them were foolish [thoughtless, silly, 

and careless], and five were wise [far-sighted, practical, and sensible]. 3 For when the 

foolish took their lamps, they did not take any [extra] oil with them, 4 but the wise took 

flasks of oil along with their lamps. 5 Now while the bridegroom was delayed, they all 

began to nod off, and they fell asleep. 6 But at midnight there was a shout, ‘Look! The 

bridegroom [is coming]! Go out to meet him.’ 7 Then all those virgins got up and put 

their own lamps in order [trimmed the wicks and added oil and lit them]. 8 But the 

foolish virgins said to the wise, ‘Give us some of your oil, because our lamps 

are going out.’ 9 But the wise replied, ‘No, otherwise there will not be enough 

for us and for you, too; go instead to the dealers and buy oil for yourselves.’ 
10 But while they were going away to buy oil, the bridegroom came, and those who 

were ready went in with him to the wedding feast; and the door was shut and locked. 
11 Later the others also came, and said, ‘Lord, Lord, open [the door] for us.’ 12 But He 

replied, ‘I assure you and most solemnly say to you, I do not know you [we have no 

relationship].’ 13 Therefore, be on the alert [be prepared and ready], for you do not 

know the day nor the hour [when the Son of Man will come]. 

Parable of the Talents, are you using yours? 

14 “For it is just like a man who was about to take a journey, and he called his servants 

together and entrusted them with his possessions. 15 To one he gave five  talents, to 

another, two, and to another, one, each according to his own ability; and then he went 

on his journey. 16 The one who had received the five talents went at once and traded 

with them, and he [made a profit and] gained five more. 17 Likewise the one who had 

two [made a profit and] gained two more. 18 But the one who had received the one 

went and dug a hole in the ground and hid his master’s money. 



19 “Now after a long time the master of those servants returned and settled 

accounts with them. 20 And the one who had received the five talents came 

and brought him five more, saying, ‘Master, you entrusted to me five talents. 

See, I have [made a profit and] gained five more talents.’ 21 His master said 

to him, ‘Well done, good and faithful servant. You have been faithful and 

trustworthy over a little, I will put you in charge of many things; share in the 

joy of your master.’ 

22 “Also the one who had the two talents came forward, saying, ‘Master, you entrusted 

two talents to me. See, I have [made a profit and] gained two more talents.’ 23 His 

master said to him, ‘Well done, good and faithful servant. You have been faithful and 

trustworthy over a little, I will put you in charge of many things; share in the joy of 

your master.’ 

24 “The one who had received one talent also came forward, saying, ‘Master, I knew you 

to be a harsh and demanding man, reaping [the harvest] where you did not sow and 

gathering where you did not scatter seed. 25 So I was afraid [to lose the talent], and I 

went and hid your talent in the ground. See, you have what is your own.’ 

26 “But his master answered him, ‘You wicked, lazy servant, you knew that I reap [the 

harvest] where I did not sow and gather where I did not scatter seed. 27 Then you 

ought to have put my money with the bankers, and at my return I would have received 

my money back with interest. 28 So take the talent away from him, and give it to the 

one who has the ten talents.’
